In this photo Leilani is seen on the left, held by Buzz Williams with breeder/owner lan MacRae
looking on, whilst Wenona Girl is on the right and being held by
her heavily sideburned owner Garry Chittick.

To put the two mares into Gr.1 perspective, Leilani won five Gr.1 races for trainer Bart Cummings
in Australia, and in addition to her second in the Gr.1 Melbourne Cup, she won the CF Orr and
Turnbull Stakes - races currently rated as Gr.1's, with the latter taking place this weekend with the
three WS sired chances Silent Achiever, Brambles and Lucia
Valentina..yip that's my link.

The Maurice McCarten-trained Wenona Girl, on the other hand,
won 11 Gr.1 races, with a staggering 15 of her 22 principal wins
revealing themselves to be Gr.1 events nowadays.

At the point of each of their racing retirement, both mares were
distinguished as the highest stakes winning mare to have raced
in Australia up until that point.

Leilani’s 46 racing descendants include the three Group win-
ners Hopfgarten, Grand City and Forest Jim. Wenona Girl,
alternatively, has proven to be the prolific ancestress of 281
runners, with leading lights including the triple Gr.1 winner Kinjite and the seven stakes winners
Manawanui, Icepin, Scaredee Cat, Frozone, Hazard, Dazzling Diamonds and Special Girl.

PINS Was represented by the one runner and that was Happy Centenary, who
came home a winner. The 2nd dam of Happy Centenary is by Century, and
this renowned combination of Pins and Century anywhere in a pedigree is
running at 10.9 % SW/Rnrs
