In another interesting connection, one of the part-owners of Shamrocker was the same Raffles
Racing Team who purchased and raced the 4-time Gr. 1 winner Sacred Falls. Now that Sacred Falls
has come to the end of his stellar racing career, we look forward with great anticipation to the ex-
citing breeding career he has ahead of him. Many people are now planning their matings and are
looking to identify what lines should cross well with Sacred Falls.

One way of looking at this is to look at what has already proven to cross successfully with his ped-
igree background. With Sacred Falls being by O’Reilly out of a Redoute’s Choice mare in Iguazu’s
Girl, | have been through the stallion records to date for both O’Reilly and Redoute’s Choice to
identify what broodmare sires they have crossed most successfully with as stallions themselves.
There are 12 broodmare sires that BOTH O’Reilly and Redoute’s Choice have crossed with to each
produce at least 8% SW/Rnrs on that cross. These 12 broodmare sires are as follow, and provide a
good insight into what lines should be among those to cross successfully with Sacred Falls. If you
have a mare carrying any of these 12 stallions anywhere in her pedigree then Sacred Falls warrants
strong consideration for the upcoming breeding season:
