Never Been Kissed (Tivaci x Movie)

Paying $41, Never Been Kissed gave Tivaci his first Group 1 winner last Saturday at
Randwick in the G1 Darley Flight S. Bred and raced by WS, the Gai Waterhouse and

Adrian Bott-trained filly proved herself worthy against a strong field. 

She is a very impressive filly, with the Flight Stakes being her third win from four starts. 

“It is proving the right pattern to get to the Spring Champion Stakes, especially with a
strong filly like her,” Bott said. “I think she will love the step up to the 2000 metres,

and we wouldn’t be scared of taking on the colts. 

“It will depend on how she is this week, but it’s another Group 1 for her on her home
track and could be the best path to the Oaks.”
